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Young Carers

Bournemouth Borough Council has a legal responsibili-

ty to support young carers in Bournemouth.  I first met

the young carers officer last July.  She told me she had

worked for Bournemouth Council for 22 years and for

the final 8 years was their young carers officer.

However about 2 years ago Bournemouth Council 

invited National Charities to tender to take over the

management of the service though the council still takes

financial responsibility.

Barnardo’s were successful and they also took over the

employment of the Young Carers Officer.  But last 

summer Bournemouth again asked for tenders and on

September 1st 2008 National Childrens Homes took

over.  Since then that charity has changed its name and

from October 1st is known as ‘Action for children’.

They also took over the young carers officer, her name

is Sarah Norris.  

Sarah tells me she has responsibility for 200 young 

carers up to 16 years of age though she believes there

are 400 in Bournemouth.  Some are very young.

The charities describe a young carer as follows:

He or she is up to 16  years of age and who looks after a

parent or another member of the family who is severely

ill, disabled or has mental health problems frequently

associated with alcohol abuse or drug problems.  In

some cases they take over the parenting of siblings.

They struggle educationally and they can become 

isolated with no relief from the pressures at home.  They

cannot enjoy a normal childhood.  Many do not ask for

help because they fear they may be taken into care.

The things they do are obvious.  Some of which are:

Help with dressing, bathing and washing, provide 

nursing care, assisting with toileting, cooking, cleaning,

ensure medication is being taken and they frequently

give emotional help..

The charity also considers it important to take groups of

young carers out to give them recreation and to provide

opportunities to meet other young carers so they can

share experiences.  This is where we have come in 

during the last few months. 

Finally may I tell you some of the qualities needed to be
