Victoria Education Centre - once known as the
Shaftesbury Victoria School, this is a school of over 100
pupils both residential and non residential suffering
from physical impairments and associated neurological
and learning difficulties. 

Bo Children's Hospital in Sierre Leone - this Rotary
project may provide us with an opportunity to work with
Australian Rotary Clubs on a very real international
project. 

Salvation Army - a continuation of the work and support
that we provide to the Boscombe Citadel and of course
our member Peter Mylchreest.
